This is a book for the children to read to you.
This homework will help your child to:
Read aloud and understand simple sentences.
Use their phonic knowledge to decode regular words and read them aloud accurately.
Read some irregular words.
Demonstrate understanding when talking with others about what they have read.

Let’s have a look at an example:
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Library book

This homework will help your child to:
Enjoy an increasing range of books read to them by adults.
Use vocabulary and forms of speech that is influenced by their experiences of books.
Improve listening and attention skills.

Let’s have a look at an example:
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High Frequency Word Card
This homework will help your child to:

Recognise and read aloud common words.

Some can be sounded out (green words).
Some cannot be sounded out (red words).
All of these words should be read promptly by sight.

When the children can read these words by sight they should write them from
memory.

Practise forming letters correctly.
Write simple sentences which can be read by themselves and others.

Order numbers
Complete simple addition problems

Complete simple subtraction problems
Use everyday language related to size, position, time and money.
Use everyday language related to patterns and shapes.
Generally improve their mental maths and understanding of mathematical processes.
