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Procedures for Pupil Withdrawal from RSE


Parents have the right to withdraw their children from part or all of RSE outside National Curriculum Science.  


Parents wishing to exercise this right should:


Ask to see the RSE policy/scheme of work.


Ask to meet a member of staff.


Following the meeting, if they still wish, they should specify in writing from which part, or all, of the programme they wish their child to be withdrawn.





Aims


RSE should prepare young people for an adult life in which they:


Develop confidence in talking, listening and thinking about feelings/relationships


Can name parts of the body and describe how their bodies work


Can protect themselves and ask for help and support


Are prepared for puberty
